Theme Presentation I

Read Acts 4:33 and explain the background of the verse and Pentecost.  Also, explain the Light the Fire theme and its 2 parts.

The Umbrella Skit – YARP A is walking under the umbrella held by YARP B and is not getting wet, while the other YARPs are out in the rain.  YARP A is still very happy even though its bad weather outside while the YARPs  getting wet are very upset and unhappy.  YARP B holding the umbrella softly whispers words of encouragement and love to YARP A throughout.  YARP A finally realizes that there is something different about her than the other YARPs and sees the umbrella ending the skit with wondering what the umbrella is.  

Read John 14:16-17, 25-26

Theme Presentation II

The YARPs are building a house and they each have different abilities (hammering, leveling, sawing, organizing, etc.).  They start out doing something that they’re not particularly good at and then eventually end up building the house with the abilities they have, encouraging each other as they go along.

Read 1st Corinthians 12:7-11

Small Group I – Lighting your personal fire!

· Introductions/Mixer (Group Juggling, Silly Sally, etc.)

· Secret Service

The group gets into a circle.  The leader chooses 3 people, one to be the President and 2 to be the secret service agents.  They are in the middle of the circle.  The rest of the group is trying to impeach the president by pegging him/her with a ball.  The role of the secret service is to protect the president by taking hits for him and guarding him.  The game works best if the ball is kept moving and flow is not interrupted.  The game ends when the president is hit.  Three new people are chosen.

Do it a few times with the president blindfolded and then a few times with his/her eyes open.  Stress that when we are aware of the Holy Spirit(secret service) in our lives, we can work together with it and reach our full spiritual potential.

· Read and Discuss John 14:16-17, 25-26

· How do we know that the Holy Spirit is with us?

· In what ways does the Holy Spirit help us?

· Think of a time when the Holy Spirit has helped you. 

Small Group II – Lighting the fire in those around you!

· Monster Co-op

Assign each member of the group a “disability” (can’t use your legs, arms, eyes, can’t talk, etc.).  Tell the group that they have to move from point A to point B as a single unit.  If this isn’t too challenging for the group you can assign them different tasks that they must complete as a single unit.

· Read and Discuss 1st Corinthians 12:7-11

· What are spiritual gifts?

· How are we made aware of our own spiritual gifts?

· Why is it important that we have different spiritual gifts?

· Think for a moment of your own spiritual gifts and how God might want you to use them for His glory.

· Recap both sessions and tie it all together – send them home with something!
